	Additional Relevant Information for the Application






	Teaching in one’s native language is a supplementary and non-compulsory teaching to basic education and intended for pupils living in Espoo with an immigrant background. 

Requisites for admission to the teaching of one's native language are: 
1. the pupil's and/or his/her guardian's native language is other than Finnish or Swedish; and 
2. the pupil and/or the pupil's guardian have an immigration background related to language and culture (pupils who have moved from abroad, pupils with a second or third generation immigration background). 

It is not sufficient in the admission to the teaching of one’s native language that the language to be taught is:
· learned through early childhood education
· learned while residing abroad
· learned in school abroad
· the previous home country's second official language
· a foreign language spoken at home

A class is established when the minimum number of applicants determined by the city is met.

Class is free of charge and provided once a week, two teaching hours (90 minutes). The class can be in another school other than the child’s own school.  Attending native language class doesn’t entitle the child for transportation support from the city. The guardian is responsible for arranging transportation to/from the class and its possible cost.

If a pupil has been granted a positive decision, he/she is expected to participate regularly to the class. The city can remove a pupil from class if they have been absent for two months.

A child can participate in the teaching of only one language. The language to be taught cannot be the medium of instruction of the pupil's school.
Application is valid for the child’s whole basic education period. Parents can cancel child’s participation anytime thru the cancellation form that can be found in Wilma (Applications and Decisions -> New application - > Cancellation form for native language class). If the child interrupts or cancels his/her participation, then he/she must apply again during the application period. 

The Finnish Basic Education Unit will, if necessary, verify the information provided in this form. The decision to admit the pupil to native language instruction is based on the information available at the time the decision is made.
