	Children residing in Espoo will be assigned to a local school on 24 April 2026 based on the address registered in the Digital and Population Data Services Agency. However, it possible to assign a local school based on a new address if the child moves by 
3 August 2026 at the latest. It is required the new address is informed below and the new address is visible in the Digital and Population Data Services Agency by 3 August 2026 at the latest. The decision is conditional and will be revoked if the move has not taken place by 3 August 2026. If the child moves on 4 August 2026 or later, a local school will be assigned based on the address valid on 25 April 2025. It is possible to apply to a new local school after the move.
