	Pupils residing in Espoo have a subjective right to attend a local school assigned by the city of Espoo. A local school is assigned within the pupil’s catchment area based on the pupil's home address considering the continuation of the A-languages they have started at the lower comprehensive school. The catchment areas are as follows: Espoonlahti, Central and Northern Espoo, Eastern Leppävaara, Western Leppävaara, Matinkylä-Olari and Tapiola.

If you wish, you can also state a local school preference. In case your child is moving before the 2026-2027 school year starts, complete section 7 of this form to inform of your child’s new address.

	A pupil can apply for weighted-curriculum education, English-language education, Bilingual education (Finnish-English) and Swedish-language immersion education. If a pupil applies for these forms of education, a local school is assigned only if the pupil is not admitted to the education he/she applies. It is advised to fill in section 3 of this form for this purpose. 

Pupils admitted to weighted-curriculum education, English-language education, Bilingual education (Finnish-English) and Swedish- language immersion education are not entitled to school transport subsidy, and the younger sisters or brothers of the pupil are not entitled to be admitted to the same school when enrolling to a local school. If a pupil is admitted to a school where he/she is unable to study the A2-language started in the primary school, the A2-language in question ends.

	Pupils residing in Espoo will be assigned to a local school on 8 April 2026 based on the address registered in the Digital and Population Data Services Agency. However, it possible to assign a local school based on a new address if the pupil moves by 
3 August 2026 at the latest. It is required that the new address is informed below and the new address is visible in the Digital and Population Data Services Agency by 3 August 2026 at the latest. The decision is conditional and will be revoked if the move has not taken place by 3 August 2026. If the pupil moves on 4 August 2026 or later, a local school will be assigned based on the address valid on89 April 2026. It is possible to apply to a new local school after the move.
