· Temporary study places in grades 1-9: Applicants moving to Espoo. Admission is based on prior studies in English-language education. A school report or other proof of prior studies in English-language education is required as an attachment to this form only if your child is applying for a temporary study place. Applicants are admitted to English-language education for a maximum of three school years.

a) moving to Espoo during school year and he/she is applying for grades 1-9 OR
b) currently living in Espoo and he/she is applying for grade 4 at the beginning of school year 2026-2027.
Please note that your child cannot apply for 1st or 7th grade if he/she has been an Espoo resident during the application periods 
(1st grade: 8-20 January 2026, 7th grade: 8-15 January 2026) and has not applied for English-language education during that time.
